Show Day Volunteer Jobs – Descriptions

The success of our horse shows is dependent upon our volunteers.  Volunteers help to make the show day run smoothly.  It is a wonderful opportunity to show your club support, an opportunity to give back to your club, and a way to show thanks to those who also put forth their time to give to the club.  It is also a wonderful opportunity to gain education and understanding about how shows are run and how tests are scored and judged.  Most jobs are pretty simple really and if you’re not sure what to do…don’t worry, we’ll train you.  Any time that you can give, whether it is an hour or two or even the entire day, is extremely helpful and appreciated.   

Below is a list of jobs and a brief description of what they entail:

 

FRIDAY-SET UP RING & JUMPS
 

Arrive anytime after 4-4:30 pm to help assemble the dressage ring and set up jumps.  Horses will be arriving Friday to stay overnight and there will be folks on the grounds that night as well.  Folks with pick-ups that can move the jump trailers are needed to come out as early as possible.  We need as many folks as possible as these jobs require some lifting and carrying of jump standards, jump rails and flower boxes, dressage ring and letters.  It is wise to wear old clothing and gloves.
 

A volunteer or two is needed to coordinate the food/camping for this evening.  This is a fun event and usually involves a “sleep-over” for the kids (and the big kids, too).  Of course, camping gear is required if you’re planning on participating in the “sleep-over”.
 

SHOW DAY VOLUNTEERS

1.      Scribe (records comments on the dressage tests that the judge makes during each ride),

2.      Score keeper (scores the completed tests, records on master charts),

3.      Runners (good job for kids...get the dressage tests and bring them to the scorekeeper),

4.      Gate person (2 rings, you keep track of who should be in the show ring and who is on deck, you also keep the gate areas clear and free of traffic),

5.      Jump crew (help set jumps to new height for each class, run out and reset poles when knocked down),

6.   Hunter Ring gate person (opens/closes gates 1-2 hr sessions, or longer),

7.   Hunter Ring Steward (accompanies the judge, calls the gait commands to the announcer (all day or 1/2 day sessions),

8.   Ribbons (good job for kids...pass out ribbons to winners in hunter ring),

9.      Announcer (2 people at a time--one for dressage ring, one for hunter ring),

10.  Tear down helpers  (everyone available - the more we have the quicker it goes.  As soon as the ring is finished with classes, we start tearing down.  Pick-up trucks needed for hunter ring),

11.  Registration booth (one or two people to help Show Secretary with registration of competitors, especially needed early morning),

12.  Stall co-coordinator (checks stalls to be striped, then give refund voucher, keep count of shavings used, take shaving requests).
